As a major branch of object—chanting literature, the three traditional
approaches of expressing emotions and aspirations, documenting natural wonders, and elucidating principles served as key drivers for the
creation and evolution of these specialized collections. Additionally, the refined literati practices of “collaborative composition on the same
theme” and contests of skill among poets provided the subjective impetus for their prosperity. Furthermore, the widespread adoption and
popularity of woodblock printing after the Song Dynasty offered the objective foundation for the dissemination of these poetry collections.

(present—day Thailand), the Chaozhou community actively promoted the localization of their native culture, constructing a spiritual homeland
through transplantation and replication within a foreign cultural context. This process facilitated integration and coexistence with the
indigenous culture of their host society, enabling them to take root in a foreign land. Moreover, the cultural genes of the Central Plains
civilization and maritime traditions embedded in their collective consciousness fostered a deep sense of cultural rootedness among the
overseas Chaozhou community, demonstrating an ethical awakening to national righteousness under specific historical circumstances.

Through the interweaving
of individual fate and collective experiences in a postcolonial society, the novel expresses the expectation of facing the chronic ills of
native society, healing colonial trauma, and rebuilding indigenous cultural identity, offering profound reflection and inspiration for national
reconstruction in the postcolonial context.

This framework not
only constructs a systematic analytical blueprint for studying the legitimacy of social entrepreneurship from the perspective of institutional
logics but also, through its cross—level integration mechanisms and forward—looking application design, proposes future research directions to
comprehensively advance the theoretical development of social entrepreneurship legitimacy.
