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Abstract Because of the historical causes there are many cross-border ethnic groups in
Africa. After independence the cross-border ethnic groups has been remaining and pushing
forward international migration. The two issues are interacted and form a kind of syndrome
which results in or catalyzes some African conflicts between country to country and among the
involved groups. This article makes an initial analysis on the syndrome and its influence on the
conflicts and argues that some relating conflicts are difficult to resolve because of the

complicated syndrome.
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
