Change
people take the U. S. astheir dedination for overseas emigration because the inoomeinthe U. S
is 20 times nore than that in Change, and the immigrants, including the undocumented , can be
much nore accepted and better treated in the U. S. than in any other countries. In the lag 20
years Chang e people have succesfully edablished a mutua aid network , which help emigrantsfrom
Change with supportson emigration fees, accomnodation for new comers, job dffer and relaion with
hometown. Thanks to the well- functional network , as many as two hundred thousand people from
Change Qounty have migrated to the U. S. in the pag 20 years.
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
