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likely disappearance of the alternating evolutionary model where key costs
decline across different industries through technological and management
innovations. After the entire industrial field is covered by Al-driven
productivity under horizontal monopolization, the U.S. societal structure’s
already severe over-polarization will enter an uncontrollable process that is
difficult to reverse.

However, GAI also nurtures oligopolies of “ passive social enterprises”
centered on public goods and services. After all, the foundation supporting GAI
is social public data, taken from the public and used for the public, which aligns
more closely with the market principle of equivalent exchange. At present,
although there is currently only one and most arduous example in progress,
OpenAl Non-profit, the “passive social enterprise” it represents has clearly
chosen not to collaborate with state hegemony or technological hegemony.
Instead, it continues to develop in the form of a non-profit on the path of a
“supranational social enterprise,” which may alleviate and even reverse the
overly polarized trend in American new media society, achieving a historically
innovative practice.

[ Abstract ] Comprehensive reforms to immigration policy under the
Biden administration: A shift from the Trump era through a balanced approach
to border management and illegal immigration, and enhanced cooperation with
Latin American countries. However, these reforms encounter challenges such as
increased public service burden, intensified border enforcement pressure,
deteriorating public safety, and growing legislative and judicial divisions. These

issues are deeply entwined with the current U. S. political climate of
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polarization, where partisan disagreements on policy consistency and ideological
utilitarianism influence governance styles, leading to profound divides in
immigration policy stances among parties. Particularly in elections, differences
in perceptions of immigrants’ roles, objectives, and methods of policy
implementation reflect deep ideological discrepancies on American values and
directions for immigration policy reform. The ongoing struggle between parties
over border security and asylum policies will likely be shaped by political shifts
and populist ideologies.

The Multilateralization of the U.S. Review of Foreign Investment and Its Impact

[ Abstract] In order to restrict Chinese companies from bypassing U.S.
control in the high-tech sector through investment in third-party markets, and
to prevent China from indirectly integrating into the supply chain of key U.S.
industries through overseas investment, the U.S. has in recent years begun to
strengthen cooperation with some third countries through various multilateral
and bilateral platforms, and promote these countries to establish a foreign
investment review system similar to that of the U.S.. It also called for sharing
information and coordinating measures with the United States on security
reviews of foreign investment. In order to promote the multilateralization of
foreign investment review, the U.S. has taken several specific tactics. First,
playing up the threat of China’s foreign investment by manipulating public
opinion. Second, applying the strategy of “carrot and stick”, which exerting
political pressure on allies on the one hand, setting up a “white list” and giving
special treatment to some countries on the other hand. Third, adopting an
agenda-linked approach to embed investment security issues in various bilateral

and multilateral economic and trade cooperation frameworks led by the United
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
