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sia, and its designated goal is to deter China and Russia from pursuing a
fait accompli strategy, while adhering to deterrence by punishment for
North Korea and Iran. The change from deterrence by punishment to deter-
rence by denial will have significant impacts on the U. S military’s force
structure, global force posture and operational concepts. However, there
are theoretical and practical predicaments for the U. S. military to imple-
ment deterrence by denial strategy. The transformation of U. S. deterrence
strategy from deterrence by punishment to deterrence by denial does not

mean that it will give up deterrence by punishment.

Biden Administration’s Immigration Policy Adjustment and
Its Impacts
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Ever since Joe Biden’s inauguration as President of the United States
in 2021, the Biden administration has maintained an openness, tolerance
and softness regarding its immigration policy which continues to heat up the
border. All factors, including the large number of illegal immigrants
rushing to the United States has brought chaos to the border, threats to
U.S. homeland security, inability to properly accommodate minors, com-
bined with bipartisan pressure, are constantly impacting the current admin-
istration. The Biden administration’s adjustment of immigration policy is in-
separable from its appeal to manipulate immigration issues to serve partisan
struggles and in particular electoral interests. These modifications will af-
fect the domestic and foreign policies of relevant nations and even the inter-
national community. As a country known for its vast land with low popula-
tion density, the U. S. is in dire need of new labor and people with various
talents for the foreseeable future, which will leave a gap and spur the re-
currence of illegal immigration problems. The U. S. will cope with the root
cause of illegal immigration but only to construct friendship and share a
common destiny with Mexico and other Latin American “backyard” coun-
tries responsibly, to assist them in accomplishing their visions of survival,
development, and prosperity. However, this is not the choice of the U. S.
government; therefore, the illegal immigration issues are impossible to re-

solve.
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
