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SUMMARY

On the Basic Features of Russian Political Transition With Russian political transition as an ex-
ample, the article expounds the basic features of the transfer from the executive —legislative integrat-
ed Soviet System to constitutionalism characterized by the separation of legislative, executive and judi-
cial powers. It makes an analysis of the angles of research and basic features as well as revelations
from Russian political transition, regarding the establishment and evolution of Russian constitution-
alism as the most scholarly and realistic angle for studying Russian political transition. Studies from
this angle will reveal that Russian political transition is a complete process governed by laws and that
each phase of development presents some core historical issue or other. Furthermore, it is an integrat-
ed and comprehensive development trend with one institution affecting another and the cause for one
another’s development. On the basis of such studies, the article outlines six basic features of Russian
political transition, and summarizes three lessons from it. Finally, the article briefly analyzes the sig-

nificance and revelations from the studies of Russian development road.

Russia: Population Problem and Immigration Policy During the past decade or so, population
crisis has always been a tough issue perplexing all social circles in Russia, whether in power or not.
To divert the population burden, Russian policymakers first adopted measures to encourage popula-
tion regeneration and reduce population losses from domestic factors. But the status quo of Russian e-
conomy in the transitional period determined that such policies would hardly bring any radical im-
provements within a short period of time. Hence, the Russian government gradually introduced the
policy of attracting immigrants from abroad as an external compensation means to settle the popula-
tion problem. Practice shows that this policy is of great importance to keeping a dynamic human re-
source balance in Russia. Countering the increasing illegal immigration activities, Russia has intro-
duced a series of laws and regulations aimed at tightening immigration control. With the improvement
of these laws, the immigration program will embark on a healthier road of development and immi-

grants will play a more and more remarkable role in Russian economic construction.

Analysis of Economic Orientation Public Poll since the Introduction of Russian Transition Rus-
sian economy experienced a long —term transitional economic crisis since the introduction of its transi-
tion. In 1999, an economic resuscitation emerged along with restorative growth and the momentum
has persisted until now. These economic changes are closely related to the process of policy game and
public choice since the inauguration of Russian economic transition. First of all, public poll game
made a fiasco of the Russian “shock therapy” and further fixed the institutional arrangements in an in-
efficient structure, which was an important cause for the deep and prolonged economic crisis in Rus-
sian transition. Secondly, Russian society has become stable since the year 2000,and the public poll
procedure and mechanism have been developing along orderly and constructive lines. As well, the eco-

nomic situation has turned for the better, and is likely to last for some time.

A Preliminary Comment on Russian Planning System  The article discusses the evolution pro-
cess of Russian planning system, the role it played in different historical periods of social and econom-
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
