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Tradition, Institution and Market: Population Structure of
New Chinese Immigrants in France

Abstract: After analyzing the population data of the new Chinese immigrants n France, the author pictures the population
stiucture of three goups on the basis of their original province in China. Zhejiang immigrants have appeared as a young group and
its sex ratio is almost balanced. Fujian immigrants are dominated by young males. And the immigrants from Northeast China have
appeared as a mid- aged female dominated group. The diferences have been resuled from the three reasons: the traditon of the
patlr reliance; the governance of sate instiution and the efficient influence of the labour market.
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
