2. Thefirst major European
Community , the European Coal and
Steel Community (ECSC) was
established in 1951 by a treaty
signed by the three Benelux
countries, France, Germany and
Italy. The same six countries
founded the European Economic
Community (EEC) , subsequently
renamed the European Community
(EC) , and the European Atomic
Energy Community (Euratom) , by
separate treatiesin 1957. The
European Union (EU) was created
by the Maastricht Treaty on
European Union in 1991 and came
into effect on 1 November 1993. It
consstsof three pillars : the first
pillar consists of the three origina
communities, ESCS, EC and
EURATOM , the second pillar
consistsof the common foreign and
security policy ; the third pillar
encompasses cooperation in the
fields of justice and home affairs.
Only the first pillar provides for
scrutiny by the European
Parliament and review by the
European Court of Justice. The
other two pillars proceed by way of
intergovernmental cooperation.
