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Abstract: This paper discusses some new trends of international migration, the changing attitudes
of international societies concemning migration issue and the new direction of recent research.
International migration has experienced some major new developments in terms of its total scale,
direction of flow, rate of flow, and total amount. Many countries and international organizations
increasingly attach importance to the migration issue. The focus of migration research has been
gradually shified from the receiving wuniries to the sending countries and from the negative aspects
to the positive aspects. The author offers two suggestions on the ethnic Chinese studies in China:
firstly, the study of transnational migration theories should be strengthened; secondly, select works
by some outstanding Chinese expatride scholars should be translated and published for Chinese

readership.
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
